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Background:

Compliance with the EPA is required before A Certificate of Approval is issued. Therefore, a building permit should not be issued until these steps are completed.  

Before the municipality can issue a building permit, the applicant [industrial wind developer] must prove it complies with section 47.3 of the Environmental Protection Act (EPA) with respect to the issuance of a renewable energy approval. 

Section 47.3 states regarding the EPA and renewable energy approval that “this is a requirement of a building code because it is listed as “applicable law” in Division A – Part 1, section 1.4.1.3 (1) (a) (vi.1) of the Ontario Building Code.”
This approval is required before a building permit for a wind turbine is issued.

What to do:

Monitor with your municipal planner to ensure that a building permit is not issued prior to compliance with the Environmental Protection Act, section 47.3.
