East Garafraxa Resolution:
Whereas, the Township of East Garafraxa is concerned that the removal of local land use planning controls for renewable energy facilities will have a detrimental effect on the municipality;
And Whereas, the passage of Bill 150 will limit the ability of the Township to provide meaningful comment and participation in the placement of wind and other renewable energy facilities with the removal of power under the Planning Act;
And Whereas without powers under the Planning Act, the Township will no longer be able to require agreements related to access, landscaping, and securities for renewable energy projects;
And Whereas, the Township will no longer be able to address the needs of the local area in such an agreement;
Therefore be it resolved that, the Township of East Garafraxa requests that the Province undertake a comprehensive review of the potential health and land use impacts (including property values/compensation/injurious affection) to the general public associated with the placement of all renewable energy facilities; and review the proposal to remove local land use planning controls under the Planning Act through Bill 150.
And further, that the Township of East Garafraxa requests that the province put a moratorium on all wind projects and related applications pending outcome of the above-noted review. CARRIED.
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
